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This thesis investigates international trade between Thailand and
Malaysia.

Relevant secondary time-series data between 1991 and 2006 were
analyzed using the model of multiple regression equation, the ordinary least
squares (OLS) method, and the EViews computer program.

Findings are as follows:

The researcher has determined the value of imports and exports
exchanged internationally between Thailand and Malaysia. In this connection,
in regard to Thailand, it has been ascertained that the gross domestic product
(GDP), the degree to which the country has been opened, and the rate of trade
are directly correlated with the value of the import of products from Malaysia
at a statistically significant level. However, at a statistically significant level,
the population of Thailand is inversely correlated with the value of imported
products from Malaysia, a state of affairs not in accordance with the set
hypothesis of this investigation. This state of affairs stems from the fact that
imported products belonged to the categories of raw materials, machinery
and technology which were imported for purposes of economic development
instead of daily consumption.

In regard to the factors determining the export value of Thai products
to Malaysia, it was found that the GDP, the international reserve fund, and the
available domestic credit of Malaysia are directly correlated with the value of

exports at a statistically significant level.
