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This thesis investigates (1) student needs for using guidance services in
schools under the supervision of the Office of Education Ministry within the
Church of Christ in Thailand. It also (2) compares the needs to use guidance
services on the part for students who differ in level and cumulative grade
point averages. Finally, (3) considered are suggestions regarding the needs of
the students under investigation to use guidance services.

A research population of 301 students was selected using stratified
random sampling. The research tool was a questionnaire couched at the
reliability level of 0.95. The data were analyzed using the Statistical Package

for the Social Sciences (SPSS) Program for Windows. As such, the data were
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analysis, formulated and tabulated in terms of frequency, percentage, means,

and standard deviation. T-test, one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA), and

Scheffe’s paired comparison method were also applied for testing purposes.
The findings were as follows:

1. Students in Level 4 of School under the supervision of the Office of
Education Ministry within the Church of Christ in Thailand had the need to
use guidance services overall and in each aspect at a high level in descending
order as follows: counseling services, information technology, personnel
alignment services, individual data collection, and follow-up.

2. The comparison of the needs to use guidance services for the
students being investigated overall and in each aspect indicates the following:

2.1 Students from different schools had differences in the need to
use guidance services in an overall picture at a statistically significant level of
0.5. The differences in the aspects of individual data collection, information
technology, guidance services, and personal alignment service were at a
statistically significant level of 0.05. There was difference in regard to follow-
up services.

2.2 Students in Matthayom Sueksa 4, 5 and 6 evinced differences in
their needs regarding the use of guidance services in an overall picture and in
the aspects of individual data collection and personnel alignment services at a
statistically significant level of 0.05. There were no differences regarding the

aspect of information technology, guidance services, and follow-up services.
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2.3 Students with differences in their cumulative grade point
averages evinced differences in their needs to use the guidance service in an
overall picturé and five aspects at a statistically significant level of 0.05.

3. Students under investigation provided suggestions regarding needs
in using the guidance service as follows:

3.1 In regard to individual data collection, data should be collected
in a detailed manner for conveniently solving problems when certain student
problems arise.

3.2 In regard to information technology, computers should be
provided for information retrieval and for applying for tests in various
projects via the Internet since the Internet is fast, modern and readily
available. Schools should also organize field trips so that students have an
opportunity to visit sites providing information related to faculties and fields
in various educational institutions.

3.3 In regard to guidance services, teachers trained as counselors
should be provided in order to give guidance regarding further education,
career selection, personality assessment, and future planning.

3.4 In regard to personnel alignment services, there should be more
provisions for student participation.

3.5 In regard to follow-up service, follow-up services should be

provided continuously after students receive guidance or assistance.
