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This thesis analyzes political news reports and articles in terms of the
aspects of content, management, writers, writing methods, and illustrations.
Additionally, political news reports and articles in Thai daily newspapers are
analyzed in regard to whether or not they dovetail with the expected role of
newspapers.

The researcher investigated four newspapers, a total of 1,460 issues,
and 7,207 news reports and articles. )

The dataA were collected in the form of records. The techniques of
descriptive statistics utilized in the analysis of the data collected were
frequency and percentage.

Findings are as follows:

1. The majority of the content of the political news reports and articles
investigated are concerned with political institutions. Next in order of
occurrence are contents pertinent to political roles and behaviors in addition to
considerations of political processes.

2. The majority of the newspapers investigated are controlled by
limited companies.

3. The majority of the writers are journalists. Next in order of
frequency are editors.

4. As for writing methods, most of the writers use the method of
writing news reports. Second to this method is the method of writing articles.
_5. As for content, the majority of news report and articles do not

contain illustrations.

6. In regard to the role of newspapers, it was found that the majority of
Thai daily newspapers play a role in conveying information. Second to this is
the evincing of opinions and providing knowledge of various areas of

endeavor.
