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The objectives of this thesis were to study and evaluate the level of
validity of electoral supervisions executed by officials of the commission on
elections. Also considered are factors affecting the validity of supervision in
addition to problems faced and obstacles put in the paths of these officials as
they carry out their duties.

Inasmuch as the research was to be conducted through the use of
surveying techniques, a questionnaire was used as a research tool. Data were

collected from 104 officials involved in the election of members to the Tambon
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Phra Samut Chedi Municipal Council on April 27, 2003. The data were analyzed
using the Statistical Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS) computer program.

Findings are as follows:

1. Overall, the supervision of the election officials was valid in respect
to the aspect indicating that election commission officials considered this local
election to have been condﬁcted in an honest and fair manner at a moderate level.

2. Factors correlated at a statistically significant level with the validity
of the supervision of this election were age, educational level, income, and
exposure to relevant information.

3. The most frequent problem the officials encountered was that the
officials at the polling stations did not know their roles and duties. Second to
this was the absence of officials at the polling stations. Next was the problem of
voters not acting in an appropriate manner.

The researcher has some suggestions for the supervision of local
elections by the election commission as follows:

" '1. The supervisors of local elections should pay more attention to the
dissemination of pertinent information. The means of communication selected
should be effective in reaching the general public at large and all areas.
Publicity should be given at a carefully selected time.

2. Training should be provided for election officials. The election
commission should consider how to motivate election officials to attend

training sessions.
