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This thesis is mainly concerned with surveying the opinions of those
involved in crime prevention through the use of the mass relation process at the
Wang Thonglang police station.

In carrying out this investigation, the researcher distributed copies of a
questionnaire to two sample groups: one hundred twenty volunteers who are
residents in the community and thirty police officers who have the duty to
prevent and suppress crime in the area.

Findings are as follows:

1. The effectiveness of the mass relation process is overall at a rather high
level since the process encourages the general public to demonstrate their loyalty

to the monarchical institution, the major institution of Thai democracy. It also

It also promotes understanding and cooperation with other government
agencies in the prevention and suppression of crime, particularly the traffic in
illegal drugs.

2.  The conscientiousness of the volunteers and police officers
concerned with this effort is also at a rather high level as witnessed by their
willingness and devotion to the work assigned. This conscientiousness is also
much in evidence when considering how these police officers and volunteers
responsibly and dutifully carry out the tasks attendant upon providing services
to the general public and the community.

3. Additionally, the participation of the general public is at a rather
high level. Community residents are eager to respond and cooperate in the
mass relation process initiated and maintained by the volunteers and police

officers engaged in this program.
