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The purposes of this study were to construct and use of learning plans on making
flowers from natural material for Prathom Suksa 6 Students and to study the results after
using these plans. The target group was 15 Prathom Suksa 6 Students in the second semester
of 2006 academic year at Wat Jomtong School, Hang Dong District, Chiang Mai Educational
Service Area 4. The instruments were 6 learning plans on making flower from natural materials
consumed totaling 18 hours of teaching time, 25 items of content tests, an evaluation forms of
work performance and work pieces. The data was analyzed by computing percentages and
compared with the set criteria. The data was presented through tables and descriptive explanation.

The findings were as follows:

1. The 6 learning plans on making flowers from natural materials required 18
teaching hours. These plans could be used appropriately and successfully for Prathom
Suksa 6 students.

2. After learning through those plans, the average scores of the students was

87.47% which was in the very good level and passed the set criteria.
