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The objective of this research is to study 1) the characteristics of people
and their opinions and beliefs toward information on Chatukham-Ramthep
found in Thai daily newspapers, 2) people’s opinions and beliefs toward the
information, 3) people’s interest and behavior in receiving information, and 4)
the effect of information presentation of newspaper on people’s opinions and
beliefs. The researcher employed a questionnaire to collect data from 400
respondents.

The findings were as follows:

1. In the sampling group, the number of females is higher than males.
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The number of respondents aged over 50 is more than those under 50. The
number of persons aged 18-25 is the lowest. Also, the number of those who
are in businéss and sales sectors is higher than those who are unemployed and
office workers.

2. As for the interest in the information, more respondents are interested
in the information about Chatukham-Ramthep than in the history or source of
Chatukham-Ramthep.

3. As for the source of information, most of the persons read Thairat,
whereas the second is Daily News. As for the frequency of reading, the number
of those who read newspapers every day is higher than those who read once or
twice a week.

4. As for the presentation, news articles about famous charmers (those
who recite incantations) and about survivors from accidents affect people’s
opinions and beliefs toward Chatukham-Ramthep more than the information
about those who have good fortune.

In the analysis of people’s opinions and beliefs in the Chatuchak area,
people’s faith in Chatukham-Ramthep is mostly a social fad. However, many
respondents believed that Chatukham-Ramthep can always motivate belief,
though the trend may fade out. On the whole, people’s opinions of and beliefs
in the information of Chatukham-Ramthep from Thai daily newspaper is at a

high level.
