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The objectives of this study, “Remedial Teaching by using Integrated activities for
developing Thai language pronunciation of Prathom Suksa 4 Hill Tribe students” are 1) to
construct the activities plan for remedial teaching by using integrated activities for developing
Thai language pronunciation of Prathom 4 Hill Tribe students, 2) to study the development of
student’ reading, 3) to study the efficiency of the integration of remedial teaching activities,
which has applied the method of Seels, Barbara & Glasgow, Zita, which, comprised of 4thr
steps, (1) analytical step, (2) designing plan and tools, (3) tried out and developed tools and (4)
evaluation of activities’ plan, reading and pronunciation development and the efficiency of
activities’ plan, reading and pronunciation development and the efficiency of the remedial
teaching activities.

The study results can be summarized as the followings;

1. The result for the construction of 12 activities plan for remedial teaching by using
integrated activities for developing Thai language pronunciation, with 12 teaching times, 40
minutes each. Each plan has been inspected its quality for the content accuracy from 5 academic
experts. All activities plans have good quality for arranging the activities.

2. The development of students’ pronunciation Thai language was in the high level,
about 47.77%.

3. The analysis of activities’ efficiency for remedial teaching shows that the efficiency

of the remedial teaching for the process and outcome of the activities were 80.68/76.82, which is

higher than the standard 70.00/70.00.
