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The purposes of this research were to study the English speaking ability and
social skills of students taught through the integrative grammar teaching. The target
group was 35 students in Mathayom Suksa 2/1 taking the English Core Course (English
202) in the second semester of the academic year 2001 at Demonstration School
Chiang Mai University, Chiang Mai. The experiment followed the one group pretest -
posttest design. The target group was taught through the integrative grammar teaching
for 15 periods. Before and after the experiment, the students took the speaking and
social skills tests. Then the data were analyzed using mean and standard deviation.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. The English speaking ability level of students was higher from the fair level
to the good level after being taught through thé integrative grammar
teaching.

2. Thé social skills of the students were higher after being taught through the

integrative grammar teaching.
