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This thesis investigates problems pertaining to the structural organization,
legal status, authority, and the compliance with resolutions when the President
of the House of Representatives and the Chairpersons of all standing
committees are jointly sitting. These problems are evaluated in accordance
with the authority vested in the President and the Chairpersons under the
Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand, B.E. 2550 (C.E. 2007), King
Prajadhipok’s Institute Act, B.E. 2541 (C.E. 1998), the Rules of Procedures
for the Sittings of the House of Representatives, B.E. 2544 (C.E. 2001), and

by reference to the sittings themselves.
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Such an investigation is conducted in order to ascertain how the House
of Representatives actually performs its duties. With such information in
hand, it will then become feasible to suggest improvements and how to resolve
problems to the end of bringing about efficacious joint sittings of the President
of the House of Representatives and the Chairpersons of all standing
committees. Accordingly, in this light, then, the investigation conducted by
means of documentary research reveals that:

1. The Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand, B.E. 2550 (C.E.
2007), King Prajadhipok’s Institute Act, B.E. 2541 (C.E. 1998), and the
Rules of Procedures for the Sittings of the House of Representatives, B.E.
2544 (C.E. 2001), provide the structural framework for the joint sittings of
the President of the House of Representatives and the Chairpersons of all
standing committees. However, only the President of the House of
Representatives and the Chairpersons of standing committees are allowed to
sit jointly. This raises problems of proxies being appointed and the constitution
of quorums. This study proposes that a proxy of the Chairperson of a standing
committee be elected and appointed from the members of that committee to
participate in the said joint sittings. Such a proxy will exercise the rights and
duties of the Chairperson of the said standing committee, including passing
resolutions at the joint sittings.

2. The legal status of the joint sitting of the President of the House of
Representatives and the Chairpersons of all standing committees has been

established by the provisions of the Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand,

B.E. 2550 (C.E. 2007), King Prajadhipok’s Institute Act, B.E. 2541 (C.E.
1998), and the Rules of Procedures for the Sittings of the House of
Representatives, B.E. 2544 (C.E. 2001). However, no provisions have been
promulgated directly pertaining to how the House of Representatives actually
performs its duties in this connection. It is therefore proposed that the joint
sittings of the President of the House of Representatives and the Chairpersons
of all standing committees be established as sittings of a permanent
committee of the House of Representatives by inéorporating such a provision
into the Rules of Procedures for the Sittings of the House of Representatives.

3. The aforesaid joint sittings of the President of the House of
Representatives and the Chairpersons of all standing committees when
involved in evaluating the performance of the House of Represeritatives in
regard to formulating policies overseeing and supervising the House of
Representatives, standing committees, and the Secretariat of the House of
Representatives are not encompassed in the authority granted them by the
provisions of the Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand, B.E. 2550 (C.E.
2007), King Prajadhipok’s Institute Act, B.E. 2541 (C.E. 1998), and the Rules
of Procedures for the Sittings of the House of Representatives, B.E. 2544
(C.E. 2001). It is therefore proposed that the Rules of Procedures for the
Sittings of the House of Representatives be amended by including therein
explicit stipulations of authority and the criteria to be followed in conducting
such joint sittings.

4. The resolutions passed at the joint sittings of the President of the
House of Representatives and the Chairpersons of all standing committees to
determine how the House of Representatives exercises its duties are not
enforceable on any persons, government agencies, or agencies concerned. It
is therefore proposed that provisions allowing the enforcement of such
resolutions be provided in the Rules of Procedure for the Sittings of the

House of Representatives.
