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This thesis investigates problems encountered in the course of organizing
the 24" Sea Games. Additionally, compared are the opinions of the members
of the central organizing sub-committee and the members of the regional
organizing sub-committee regarding the aforesaid problems.

A questionnaire constructed by the researcher was utilized as a research
tool to collect data. Data were collected from 430 respondents selected from a
research population of 860. All 430 copies of Athe questionnaire were returned
(100 percent). The data were analyzed statistically using the techniques of
percentage, mean ( X ) and standard deviation (S.D.).

The findings are as follows:

1. The problems of organizing the 24" Sea Games were judged to be at
a low level (X=2.31).

2. The opinions of the members of the central organizing sub-committee
and those of the regional sub-cpmmittee regarding the problems of organizing
the 24" Sea Games differed in all aspects at the statistically significant level of

0.05 with the exception of the aspect of budget.
