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The objective of this thesis is to study the issuance of administrative
orders of the official under Section 5 and the setting of the conditions
supplementary to the administrative orders under Section 39 of the Act for the
Governmental Administrative Task Performance Procedure, B.E. 2539 (C.E.
1996), concerning legal measures for the control and inspection of automobile
usage under the Land Transport Act, B.E. 2522 (C.E. 1979), the Automobile
Act, B.E. 2522 (C.E. 1979), and the Land Traffic Act, B.E. 2522 (C.E. 1979).

The study reveals that, at present, the issuance of the automobile
condition inspection certificates to applicants by some automobile condition

inspection facilities licensed under Section 72 of the Land Transport Act, B.E.

2522 (C.E. 1979), do not meet the required standards. This is due to the sub-

standard performance of some of the automobile condition inspection facilities.
The automobile condition inspection certificates were issued to applicants
without any true automobile condition inspection. Thus, the objective of the
enactment of the law for the protection of the drivers, or a third i)arty, or public
interest can not be attained.

With regard to the qualifications or the personal capability of the driver,
if, after having received the lifetime driver’s license, the licensee’s driving
capability is reduced by senility such as impaired eyesight or hearing or having
brain conditions, or in the event the licensee had an accident or had lost his/her
organs such as leg, arm, or hand, it might cause harm to the driver him/herself
or other people. It is, therefore, proposed that the administrative measures
under Section 39 of the Act for the Governmental Administrative Task
Performance Procedure, B.E. 2539 (A.D. 1996), concerning the issuance of
administrative orders of the official under Section 5 and the setting of the
conditions supplementary to the administrative orders, be implemented as
being expedient and for the safety of the person receiving driver’s license and
other people.

In view of the enforcement in the majority of cases regarding Vioiation
of the provisions of the law concerning the automobile itself or its driver, the
violators usually will be ordered to pay a fine, a criminal measure punishment
which does not yield remedial effect as much as it should, compared to the

offences committed.

Regarding the agency enforcing the law on automobile condition
inspection, it is presently the power of the police to deal with the violators of
the law on the automobile itself or with its drivers. However, based on the
law or on the condition of the offences, they should be within the jurisdiction

of the Department of Land Transport. This is an overlap of enforcement by

the authority.
