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This research investigates the effects of non-tériff barriers (NTB) on the
export of Thai canned tuna to Japan and Australia using the Ordinary Least
Squares (OLS) method.

Findings are as follows:

The volume of exports of Thai canned tuna is inversely related to the
price of exports of Thai canned tuna. However, the factors of the exchange
rate, the national income per capita, and NTB are directly related to the
volume of exports of Thai canned tuna to Japan with NTB being the most
important factor.

In the case of Australia, it was found that the factors of export price
and NTB are inversely related to the volume Qf exports of Thai canned tuna.
However, the exchange rate is directly related to the vblume of exports 6f

Thai canned tuna to Australia.
