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This research aimed to (1) study the behavior of the Habitants in
Lopburi Province decision with regard to receiving Political information
on Representative Election (2) compare the habitants in Lopburi Province
decision with regard to receiving political information on representation
election.

The research samples consists of 330 habitants selected by using
purposive random sampling. The data was collected through rating scale
Questionnaire. The statistical presentation were in the forms of percentages,
frequency, mean score ( X ), standard deviation (SD). The differences were
testing using a t-test, one-way analysis of variance. -

Research results are as follows:

1. In the whole aspects, the behavior of Lopburi Province habitants
with regard to receiving Political information on Representative election was
moderate level, and indicated that the majority receiving this information

from Television was the highest level, newspaper and radio were the moderate
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level. In the other hand, exhibition, T-shirt and the internet were scant
interesting of receiving political information.

2. The samples with different gender exhibited no differences in their
interest in receiving political information.

3. The samples with different age exhibited in difference on political
information, campaign was the most consideration of the sample and electoral
law was the moderate level.

4. In the whole aspects, the sample with different educational
background receiving political information was different explicitly 1n each
Media. For each aspect, the sample political information on their right of
election and the campaign were the moderate level.

5. The samples with different occupation receiving political
information in the whole aspect were different. The right campaign on
election was the most of their consideration the next was the representative

election, and the last, the samples considered in electoral law.
