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This research project is to study on the essence of legislation on the promotion of public
participation, of which the objective is to study problems and obstacles relating to processes of
the promotion‘of public participation including to present the essence of provisions of law in the
Act, which are important guidelines in drafting the Act on the Promotion of Public Participation
to be in accordance with the intention of the Constitutions under the democratic regime of
government with the King as Head of State.

The research was qualitative, and the information was collected by analysis of
documents, in-depth interviews, of which the population group and the sample group are sample
groups of experts and specialists including person relating to and having important role in the
processes of the promotion of public participation such as group of experts and specialists in
many science fields, experts having experience in politics, experts and leaders in citizen, experts
or representatives of under populace society group, lower income group, agriculturist with the in-
depth interview by directive interview, an interview method which does not expressly specify
structure of questions, designed for the use in semi-structure interview or directive interview,
specifying only guideline of open-ended question or using open-ended questionnaire.

The analysis process was conducted by analyzing key issues or schematics found in all
information obtaining from the interview, thereafter, considering the information found by
separation into points or sub-topics. This is an analysis method starting from the analysis of main

topics to sub-topics in accordance with qualitative research.
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The findings of this study are as follows.
1. Public’s Rights relating to the process of participation of people.

1.1 Regulation of the rights and process to direct participation of people, liberating
people in relation with the participation of information perception, expression of opinion and
suggestion of policies regulation, regulation of economic and social planning in every level and
regulation to enable the people to participate in political decisions.

1.2 Regulation of the rights and process to indirect patticipation of people, liberating
people in relation with the economic and social planning, public services provision, controlling,
supervision, follow-up, and evaluation of every level of the use of the governmental power and
being able to participate in the examination of every level the use government power.

2. Rules and processes in relation with the participation of people

2.1 Regulating the rules and processes in relation to the procedure in distribution of
information in every aspect of the rights to participation of people, promotion and offering a
chance for people to express opinion for discussion.

2.2 Regulating the rules and processes in relation to the procedures in examination,
controlling supervision, following-up and evaluation of every level the use government power.

3. The Structure of the organization promoting public participation. |
3.1 The Structure of the management ofr the organization promoting public
participation
1) Setting the Promotion of Public Participation Committee consisting of
representative from every sector of society.
2) Setting powers and responsibilities of the Committee as follows:

(1) Promotion and cooperation between organizations, offer and opinion and
advise in relation with regulation of policies, planning and decision in economic and political
development, including provision of public services, examination, controlling supervision,
following-up and evaluation of every level the use government power.

(2) Promotion, giving advice, acceleration the legislation or amendment of
laws and educating people and governmental organizations in relation with the public
participation under the philosophy of sufficiency economy and liberty of people to public

participation under to this Act.
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(3) Representation of people in promotion and demand of the protection of
rights under the Constitution and every level of laws.

(4) Regulation of policies of and supervision of the office and promoting
office and cooperation with the public participation, including management of the fund for the
promotion and development of learning process on public participation.

3.2 The Structure of the performance of the organization promoting public
participation

1) Regulation of promotion and support to all sectors, providing information and
communication, promotion of networking and cooperation between civil society, private sector
and government sector and being a center in cooperate in the practice of policies on public
participation in formal and informal form.

2) Regulation the legal status of the organization performing in relation with the
promotion of public participation to be an independent governmental organization under the
control of the president as a government sector under the Budget Procedure Act.

3) Setting-up the fund for the promotion and development of learning process on
public participation.

The procedure in setting-up the fund for the promotion and development of
learning process on public participation in the office, performing in relation with the promotion
of the public participation, is to be used as a working fund in the operation and promotion of

activities regarding the promotion of the public participation.
