The purposes of this rescarch were to investigate a state of theses relating to teaching
and learing of English fromn the academic year 1993-2003, to synthesize their {indings, and to
organize the bibliography of the theses. fhe target group were 465 abstracts of the above-
mentioned theses from 9 universitics. The data obtained were analyzed and synthesized by means
of frequency, percentage. and the interpretive technique. Then. they were presented in tables and
descriptions.

The rescarch findings were as follows :

1. As for a state of theses relating to teaching and leaming of English from the
academic year 1993-2C03, the experimental rescarch tradition was used the most, and the
observation research tradition the lcast. The most resources of data were from the secondary
schools, the fewest from the primary schools. The most principle variable studicd was teaching
mecthoas and techniques, the fewest was cvaluation of study programs. The most dependent
variable studied was reading. the fewest was grammar.

2. As for the synthesis of findings, they were as follows :

2.1 There were teaching methods and techniques that could develop the four skills
of English, such as those based on indirect cognitive strategies, listening communication
excrcises, and teaching aids. like video for listening abilities, those based on social interation
activitics, humanistic and suggestive pshchological approaches. other activitics focused on forms,
communicative stratcgies, tasks. and academic contents for speaking abilitics. In addition, the
organization of teaching and leaming cmphasized on top-down approach had good effects on
rcading abilities, and those bascd on p\bccss-oricnlcd approach, top-down approach, social, and

affective strategics, and tasks for writing abilitics.
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2.2 The factors that had positive correlation with the English four-skill abilities
included text patterns, background knowledge, rcading comprehension abilities, knowledge of
vocabulary and gramimar, and study programs with listening abilities, expressive behavior, and
writing ability with spcaking abilitics, learning strategies, critical reading ability, self-monitoring
ability. ability of text analysis, and recalling with reading abilitics, and writing strategies,
background knowledge of English and how to write a composition, and ability of English reading
with writing abilities.

2.3 The vocabulary knowledge could be developed by the methods and techniques
based o mastery learning. wp-down approach, social intcractior: activitics, two-language
learning activitics, memory strategies, usc of games, pictures, and dictionaries. The learners used
the cognitive. and the metacognitive strategies to analyze words to get their meaning besides from
the dictionaries, and peers. Moreover, those based on tasks, and teaching aids : pictures and
games had good cffects on the grammatical knowledge.

2.4 The textbooks used in the secondary scinools contained the activities and
contents according to the expected objectives. The text pattern : the coliection of description
pattern, the cultural points, like applied English Usage, Meals and Drinks, Important Places,
and Persons, Leisure-Time Activitics and Social System, and also textual explicit questions
were found the most in the reading books. Besides, over 200 semantic fields were found in the
textbooks. In addition, the textbooks used in the universities had the most language functions :
Imparting and Secking Factual Information. Transfer activities were found the most.

2.5 The English lessons based on language skill instructional package, project
works, tasks, the cognitivism, the natural approach, and the communicative activities were
cffectively developed. Moreover, the language skill exercises, and the CLL programs related to
grammatical topics were well constructed.

2.6 The psychological factors and others affecting the English language leaming
included building up the motivation in fanguage classrooms and the self confidence, and having
the learners choosc their own learning activities. The methods and techniques that emphasized
on social interaction, and the eclectic ways could promote these factors.

2.7 The learners in both secondary schools and universities had positive attitude

toward English learning in the modcrate level.
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2.8 The personel and the students whose future careers were related to service areas
needed English listening-speaking skills, whereas, those with academic areas needed English
reading-writing skills. As for in-scrvice English teachers, they wanted to have a training on
contents, teaching methods, and teaching aid construction. The students of non-English majors
wanted their instructors being good at English and academic contents, and the native speakers to
run the English Study Programs.

2.9 The problems of teacliing and leaming of English were as follows :
the background knowledge of the students, teaching aids, tcaching methods, and language
asscesment, reepectively. Resides, lacking the teaching personnel and classrooms, and using
English of the leamers became problematic.

2.16 Teaching behaviors of English teachers , in geneial, included buiding up
the classroom atmosphers, organizing out-of-class English communicative activitics, using
English in classrooms. and making questions of reading passages, respectively.

2.11 The English cultural knowledge of the secondary school, and the university

studenis was rather poor.
