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The purposes of this research were to examine the readiness of
universities and to develop and present the model of off-campus educational
management of those universities offering graduate degrees. The sample
groups were: 5 experts; 28 university administrators; and 370 graduate
students. The research instruments consisted of (1) questionnaire for students,
(2) questionnaire for university administrators and (3) open-ended
questionnaire for experts. The statistics used to analyze the data were
percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test by using SPSS for Windows.

The research findings were (1) overall, the readiness of off-campus
educational management was found at a high level, as those regarding 11
areas: building and facilities; curriculum management; learning and teaching
management; evaluation; media and technologies; welfare and facilities;
personnel; academic services and research; academic excellence; university’s
directions; and quality assurance, as well as activities readiness administrators
was found to be at the moderate level. (2) The model of off-campus
educational management consisted of the attractive characteristics towards
student’s interest, student’s satisfaction to academic services and academic

standard and quality assurance.
