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The purposes of this survey research were (1) to study child rearing,
(2) to explore honesty, (3) to compare the differences between honesty and
demographic characteristics, (4) to compare the differences between honesty
and child rearing, and (5) to determine the relationship between child rearing
and honesty of Ongkharak lower secondary school students in Nakh;)n Nayok
Province. Finally, three patterns of child rearing practice were studied in the
course of this investigation, namely, democratic, overly protective and laissez-

faire rearing.
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The sample group for this study consisted of 286 students studying at
the lower secondary level at Ongkharak School in the 2006 academic year.
The instrument of research used in this study was a questionnaire. The
statistical procedures used in analyzing, formulating, tabulating and testing
the data obtained were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test,
F-test, and Pearson 's product moment correlation.

Findings are as follows:

1. Most students had democratic rearing.

2. Most students had high levels of honesty.

3. There were no significant differences between male and female
students in regard to degrees of honesty.

4. There were significant differences between students who differed in
grades who concomitantly showed differences in honesty (p = .001).

5. There were significant differences between students who differed in
class who concomitantly exhibited different degrees of honesty (p = .01).

6. There were significant differences between students who had
experienced different patterns of child rearing who concomitantly exhibited

different degrees of honesty (p = .001).

7. There was a statistically significant positive relationship between
democratic rearing and honesty (p = .01).

8. There was a statistically significant negative relationship between
laissez-faire rearing and honesty (p = .01).

9. There was no statistically significant relationship between overly

protective rearing and honesty.
