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Abstract
Title A Survey of Entrepreneurs’ Opinion on Cooperative Apprenticeship for Home

Economics Students, Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University

The purpose of this research was to survey the entrepreneurs’ opinion on
cooperative apprenticeship for home economics students, Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai
University. The research used both quantitative and qualitative methods. A questionnaire
was used for collecting data from 59 entrepreneurs, using simple sampling random method.
And Interview from was used with 4 entrepreneurs, coming from purposive selection. Data

were analyzed through uses of frequency, percemage, chi-square test and content analysis

method.
The results were as follows:

At the beginning of apprerticeship, very entrepreneurs agreed that pre-assumption
and condition on the apprenticeship should be set. During the apprenticeship period, the
entreprencurs agreed with having instructors transferred knowledge to students and having
supervisors from the faculty visited students. At the end apprenticeship, almost all of the
entrepreneurs agreed that the results of apprenticeship were evaluated together by the faculty

and the entrepreneurs.

Using a chi-square test, it was found that there were statistical significantly
differences at the alpha level of .Q1 between the readiness for production technology and
the students to test their basic knowledge before participation the apprenticeship as

perceived by all four types of entrepreneurs.
