Health promotion for school-aged children has engaged parents or superintendents, teachers, nealth
providers, and community leaders in order to provide comprehensive services. At present, the existing
services are not congruent with the students’ health needs. Therefore, the study of the needs among key
persons could provide important implication to develop the suitable services.

Needs of school health packages for students health promotions were assessed among primary and
secondary school teachers and superintendents in Chiang Mai province. The data collection instruments
were the survey questionnaire and structuring questions for focus groups. Approximately 50 percent of the
questicnnaires were returned. Data were anzalyzed using descriptive statistic and content analysis.

The results revealed that for the health surveillance package, teachers at primary school level gave
the highest vote for student's eyes and vision screening (98.8%), however, the highest need of teachers at
secondary school level was student’s dental care (98.3%). For the health-promoting package, at both levels,
the firstly need was consensus on the training of student leader on health-promoting (85.7 % and 86.2%,
respectively). Similarly, for the school environmental and safety package, the primary need was infirmary
room management (88.8% and 92.7%, rspectively).

Among superintendents, what was need the most in the health surveillance package for primary
school students was vaccination (98.0 %). However, at seconda,y school level the primary need for health
surveillance was student’s eyes and vision screening (98.8%). For the health-promoting package, at both
levels, the primary needs agreed cn the student training on physical and mental health (92.2 % and 82.6 %,
respectively). Also, for the school environmental and safety package, the primary need was infirmary room
management (95.9% and 96.6%, respectively).

Results from focus groups revealed that, some superintendents involved in students’ health care as
being committees on school activities, such as sport, recreation, nutrition, and school environmental
sanitation. Some were agree to help with the students’ health care expenses in accordance with their
incomes. Among the teacher focus groups, they revealed the need to promote as health-promoting schools.
However, they were still unclear about the evaluation criteria.

The findings suggest the most important aspects to include in school health packages concerning to
teachers and superintendenis. Also, health care cost should be considered to develop the appropriate school

health services.
