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This dissertation has the following two objectives:

1. To study the theoretical and practical consequences of allowing
community justice to play an integral role in the tasks given to the Office of
the Attorney General.

2. To ascertain what would be the appropriate administrative structure
of the Office of the Attorney General in using a community justice process as
part and parcel of its administrative apparatus.

This dissertation is a qualitative study using documents and in-depth

interviews. The documentary research involved the study of the process of
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community justice used locally and internationally; the general principles of
using measures to suspend prosecution; the concept of participation; the
adjustment of organizational structure; the design of organization; and the
concept of bureaucratic reform. In regard to in-depth interviews, three target
groups were interviewed, namely, academic specialists in community justice;
administrators of the Office of the Attorney General; and community leaders
in both the public and private sectors.

Findings are as follows:

1. Measures to suspend prosecution must be instituted by the Office of
the Attorney General. Moreover, there are thirteen additional programs in
which collaboration with community justice administration could prove
useful.

2. There is a high probability that community justice can be used in
conjunction with the exercise of the duties of the Office of the Attorney
General. This is because community justice is important and beneficial to the
process of justice and the Office of the Attorney General.

3. There are three appropriate avenues in which community justice
could play a joint role with the Office of the Attorney General. These
avenues would be pursued as

3.1 Members of a committee
3.2 The coordinator of certain activities

3.3 The consultant for various projects
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4. Guidelines to be used for suspending prosecution issued by the
Office of the Attorney General must have the legal force of an Act of
Suspending Prosecution. Such formal promulgation is necessary to ensure
future conformity to the measures required.

5. The findings of this study can be used to provide guidelines for
ascertaining the major managerial tasks of the Office of the Attorney General
in a new form allowing private sector participation.

Suggestions based on this study are as follows:

1. The principles of community justice should be promoted as
frequently and concretely as possible in the tasks executed by the Office of
the Attorney General. Especially is this the case in regard to those instances
when prosecution is suspended by the Office of the Attorney General. This
reform should be pursued as expeditiously as feasible.

2. Training sessions regarding community justice and suspensions of

prosecution should be organized for all public prosecutors.
