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ABSTRACT 223333

The purposes of this independent study are; 1) To study the political participatory
enhancement supported by Maehongson’ election commission, and 2) To define problems,
obstacles and the solutions in political participatory enhancement supported by Maehongson’
election commission. The questions of the study are; 1) How are the Maehongson’ election
commission operate the political participation? and 2) How is the Machingson people participate
in political election?

Data were collected by the interview of 16 persons — Chief of Machingson’ election
commission, Election commissioner, Head of Director, Head of Election Administration, Head
of Participation, Head of Political Affairs and Referendum, Head of Investigate and Adjudication,
and subcommittee of Maehongson’ election.

Regarding to the study, the activities which the Maehogson’ election commission
through people participation were plans encouragea people to consider the important of having an
election in pushing many projects for communities such as the enhancement project for
government officials and students, the democracy campaigns project about the political party’
law, and the public relation of local election to inform people for election information.

The problems and the obstacles are the undercut of the election commissioners from the
Constitution B.E. 2544, the lack of the authority of the Office of the Provincial Election
Commission, of the cooperation from area units, of the knowledge and understanding of laws and
regulations and of the budget that insufficiency for operated in many process that caused people’s

misleading and less participation of people as well.
