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This study was a semi-experimental research aiming at investigating the effect of
group process activities on reading comprehension of Prathom Suksa 6 students at Watkunkong
School, Chiang Mai Province. The populate of the study was that of 15 Prathom Suksa 6 students.
The researcher had collected the data by using 8 promoting reading comprehensive plans for
4 weeks. The instruments used in this study §vere a pre-test and post-test (after using group
activities), a learning memorandum by students, an after-teaching memorandum by teacher and an
opinion record by students. The collected data were analyzed in terms of percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and description. From the result, it was found that after using group activities
the students had improved the level of promoting reading skill through gestures higher than the

set criteria of 75 percent and overall quality of the learners was at very good level.
