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The purposes of this study were: (1) to study factors and faithfulness among
Mathayomsuksa 3 students. (2) to find the relationships between the predictors and
faithfulness of Mathayomsuksa 3 students and (3) to investigate the best predicting
variable affecting on the faithfulness of Mathayomsuksa 3 students. The subjects used
in this study were 349 Mathayomsuksa 3 students in The Secondary Educational
Service Area Office 37, Phrae province selected by stratified random sampling
technique. The research instrument was a questionnaire about an ethical reasoning of
faithfulness and factors affecting on the faithfulness of Mathayomsuksa 3 students. The
collected data were then analyzed by means of Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation
and Multiple Regression Analysis. The results of the study revealed that: |

1. The result of the factors affected faithfulness of Mathayomsuksa 3 students
found that student did the activity very well. The future oriented characteristic got the
highest average point, next variable was interpersonal relationship between students
and their peers, family relations, internal locus of control, democratic rearing,
achievement motivation factor, namely self-confidence and the faithfulness was the

high average point.
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2. The relationships between the predictors and faithfulness of Mathayomsuksa
3 students found that the coefficient of multiple correlation having the value at .242 to
.754. There was the statistical significance at .01 level. The coefficient of multiple
correlation between predictors and predicted having the value at -.067 to .453. There
was the statistical significance at .01 level except the coefficient of multiple correlation
during future oriented characteristic and self-controlling and the faithfulness.

3. The factors affected faithfulness of Mathayomsuksa 3 students could predict
the Mathayomsuksa 3 students’ faithfulness with the statistical significance at the .05 level.
The coefficient of multiple correlation (R) was .586. These predictors had the predictability
power of 34.30 percent (R2=.343). The standard error of estimate was + 6.663

4, The best factors affected faithfulness of Mathayomsuksa 3 students showed
that 5 predictors, namely self-confidence, future oriented characteristic and self-
controlling, democratic rearing, achievement motivation factor, and interpersonal
relationship between students and their peers could predict the Mathayomsuksa 3
students’ faithfulness with the statistical significance at the .05 level. The coefficient
of multiple correlation (R) was .508. These predictors had the predictability power of
33.60 percent (R2:.336), The standard error of estimate was + 6.663. The prediction
equations in raw score and standard score were as follows:
