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The research study regarding “The integration of contemporary connotation
between images and text on the mural in local Isan temples” has the objectives to study
the patterns of the image and text on the mural in local Isan temples, and to analyze the
meaning of the image, text, and to analyze the relationship of the meanings which
appear in the mural works and the folklore. The researcher has analyzed the meaning of
the image by applying the symbolism method, image oratory techniques, and artistic
component theory which have the research questions regarding the process of how the
image and text patterns were created, how the symbols can lead to the process of
determining and translating into meaningful interpretation, and how the relationship of the
mural can have an impact on the folklore.

The research results are categorized as descriptive research by applying the
integration of image and text as the chosen approach. The study of the meaning
interpretation of the image and the text was conducted by using the topics of the image
and text in order to analyze which had 3 related theories 1) the theory of image
communication, literary style of the image, and the symbolism study; 2) the theory of the
North Eastern literature which focusing on the cultural communication; and 3) the theory
of folklore which the data was collected from 5 temples, which were Potharam temple in

Mahasarakham province, Srabuakaew temple in Khonkaen province, Huaweang-rungsri
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temple in Nakhonphanom province, Phuthasrima temple in Nakhonphanom province,
and Phochainaphueng in Leoy province which the author was a local technician and the
temple was built in the 5" dynasty era which still has the image and text in quite good
condition.

The study of the integration of the image and text on the mural has shown the
image and text patterns by providing the names, explaining the events, and telling the
locations. The image communication of persons, animals, households, and geographical
images were communicated through the text of Tham alphabets and Thai-noi alphabets
which represent the meaningful relationships of the images including the occupations of
people, festivals and cultural ceremonies, local plays, music instruments, North-Eastern
style singing, dressing styles, and foreigners. The study has found that the mural were
used as the way to tell the stories by using the image and text as the tools to
communicate between the artists and the audience. The stories of Hoop-tam were written
to portray the real life stories. They often tell the stories of cultural ceremonies and
lifestyles which communicate the meanings in the symbolic sense, and were used to
teach people, and express the people’s beliefs through the combination of the image

and text communication.
