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The Purposes of this study are two-fold : (1) to study to Political Culture of Youth
in Phitsanulok Province and (2) to study the relationship between sex, level of education.
Education Participation in school activities. Economic status of families. Residential area.
Tracking news, political interests. Support from the school to get educated and involved
in politics with the political culture of Thai youth in Phitsanulok Province.

The group studied is comprised of 400 people who are Thai youth aged
between 16-18 years who are enrolled in upper secondary school or equivalent under
the Office of The Basic Education Commission, Office of Vocational Edubéﬁon
Commission and Office of The Private Education Commission and Living in the
Phitsanulok Province. Stratified Random Sampling is used to select samples for the
study. The study employs a questionnaire as a research tool. Percentage, Mean, Median
Standard Deviation and Chi — Square are utilized for analyzing data.

The findings of the study are as follows : The result show that Thai youth 43.3 %
have Subject Political Culture. Factors significantly influencing Political Culture of Youth
in Phitsanulok Province are (1) sex, (2) level of education, (3) Education, and (4) the
exchange of political views within the family have significantly correlated with the pdlitical
