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The purpose of this research was to develop the listening and speaking English
skills instructional model based on communicative approach and brain — based learning
principles to enhance students’ communicative competence. The specific purposes of
this research were to study basic information for the development of the instructional
model, develop and assess the quality of the model, try out and examine the results of
using the model, investigate the students’ satisfactory towards teaching and learning
through the model.

There were 4 stages in this study. First, the information about students'
conditions and problems of using English, teaching and learning management in
Rajabhat Universities and teaching approaches were investigated. Second, the teaching
model and materials were developed and checked by 5 experts and then a pilot study

was conducted with 25 students. Third, the model was tried out with 30 Pibulsongkram
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Rajabhat University freshmen. Fourth, students' satisfactory towards the teaching and
learning was studied.

The results were as follows.

1. The basic information indicated that students’ English competency was at a
low level and they had problems of listening and speaking English. In Rajabhat
Universities, English teachers used a variety of conversations to teach, applying 3
stages: presentations, practice and production. The assessment was carried out by
using an achievement test. In relation to teaching approaches, it was found that the
prominence of communicative approach is that it focuses on students’ practice using the
target language fluently in different situations without strictly use of correct grammar.
There are 3 stages in the teaching process of this approach: presentation, practice, and
production. However, it was found that the brain — based learning principles are suitable
of developing communicative competence because students learn through activities that
they can acquire the language with different perception. Students can study language
content while using it by linking prior knowledge with the new one. They can arrange that
they learn reflecting and evaluating their own learning.

2. The developed model consisted of 5 components; principles, objectives,
contents, teaching and learning process, assessment and evaluation. The quality of the
model checked by experts was good. The results of the ‘experiment showed that the
teaching and leamning through the activities following the stage was smooth.

3. The students’ achievement after the intervention was significantly higher than
before at .01.

4. The level of éatisfaction towards the learning management was at a high

level.
