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This thesis is devoted to a study of the temperament characteristics of
youthful Offenders in the Surat Thani Youth Training Center in Region 8.

Temperament characteristics are compared by considering such factors
as age group, birth order rank, educational level, caregiver and caregiver
income levels.

The sample population used in this research comprised of 204
youthful offenders being trained at the Surat Thani Youth Training Center.
Stratified random sampling was used to select the members of this sample

population.
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Two kinds of questionnaires were used as research tools. One was
used to elicit personal demographic data, whereas the othér was used in
~ evaluating thé temperament characteristics of the youthful offenders who
777777777 Percentages, mean scores, and standards deviation were used as
~statistical tools for data analysis, while One-way analysis of variance
(ANOVA) was used for testing the Eypothesis.

The study reveals the following.

1. Different age groups manifest a different mean score in regard to
general activity, restraint and sociability at a statistically significant level of
.05.

2. In regard to differences in birth order, there were no differences in
mean score on particular temperament characteristics.

3. Those at different educational levels evince different mean scores in
regard to general activity, restraint, objectivity and thoughtfulness at a
statistically significant level of .05.

4. As for differences regarding caregivers, there were no differences in
mean score on particular temperament characteristics.

5. Regarding the income of caregivers, mean scores differed in regard
to the particular temperament characteristics of general activity and

objectivity at the statistically significant level of .05.
