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This thesis investigates the emotional quotient levels of level 6 primary
school students studying under the jurisdiction of the Bang Kapi District Office,
Bangkok Metropolis in connection with academic achievement. On the basis of
data obtained in the course of the investigation, an equation is framed allowing
for the prediction of academic achievement in two aspects.
- The research population for this investigation consisted of 1,870 primary
students at level 6 under the jurisdiction of the Bang Kapi District Office,
Bangkok Metropolis. The sample population of 363 students was selected by an

application of the multiple random sampling technique. The research tool was

an emotional quotient evaluation form provided by the Department of Mental



Health of the Ministry of Health for adolescents between the ages of twelve and
seventeen. The Statistical Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS) program for
Windows computer program was used to analyze the data in order to determine
frequency, mean, standard deviation, and coefficient correlation. Stepwise
multiple regression analysis was also conducted.

The findings are as follows:

1. Primary students at level 6 were overall at the normal level in regard
to emotional quotient, |

2. Overall, the emotional quotients of the students were not correlated
with academic achievement at the statistically significant level of 0.05.

3. However, the emotional quotient predicting academic achievement
at a statistically signiﬁcant level of 0.05 is formulated in raw and standard
scores as follows,
