This investigation is concerned with the opinions of teachers, students, and parents
Regarding student affairs at Ramkhamhaeng University Demonstration School (RUDS). In addition,
compared are the opinions of teachers, students and parents towards student affairs at RUDS
In regard to the four aspects of student orientation, maintenance of discipline, student activities,
and school counseling services.

The sample population consisted of 382 teachers, students and parents. The reseatch
tool was a foup-scale questionn‘aire.} The sitatistical techniques used in the analysis of the data
collected were mean and standard deviation. The methods of one way analysis of variance
(ANOVA) and Scheff's method of paired comparison were used to test the data.

Findings are as follows:

1. Teachers, students, and parents overall evinced opinions at a high level regarding
Student affairs at RUDS. In each aspect, it was found that teachers, students, and parents expressed
a high level of agreement toward the administration and the counseling services at the school.
At the next highest level were those opinions expressed conceming student orientation. However,
The opinions expressed by the respondents in regard to student activities and the maintenance of
Discipline were expressed at a moderate level.

2. In comparing the opinions of the teachers, students, and parents toward students
affairs at RUDS, it was found that overall there were differences evinced at the statistically
significant Level of .05. This finding was in accordance with the set hypothesis of this investigation.

3. Teachers, students and parents provided the following suggestions regarding student
affairs at RUDS.

3.1 The teachers suggested that the school should conduct student orientation at
the school itself in order to make both students and parents familiar with the environment. The
school should maintain consistency in the application of rules and regulations pertinent to the
maintenance of discipline. It should be incumbent on students to maintain discipline of their
own accord. It was also held that student activities should be conducted in conformity to the
dictates of the school calendar so as not to disrupt teaching and learning. In regard to the

administration and counseling services of the school, the school should provide qualified
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personnel who are directly concerned with educational counseling. Such persons must have
7 argood personality, good manners, be verbally proficient and psychologically astute, etc.
3.2 The students suggested that the school should impfove, orientation activities
in order for thém to be more interesting and enjoyable. In regard to the maintenance of discipline,
the school should provide a weekly free day in which casual dress can be worn by both
teachers and students. In regard to student activities, there should be a band for performances
on important school days. In regard to the administration and counseling services, personnel so
employed should have appropriate personalities.
3.3 The parents suggested fhat the school should offer orientation on weekends
(Saturdays and Sundays) without interruption for one to two days. In regard to the maintenance
of discipline, the school should be strict and solve the problem of male and female hair styles
and the wearing of shorts belowvthe waist by male students. Inregard to student activities,
strictly academic activities should be enhanced. In regard to the administration and counseling
services, talented or accomplished people, those who are well-known, and alumni who have become
educationally successful or successful in their careers should be invited to provide guidance in
regard to making decisions concerning both higher education and career choice. It is believed that

such guidance would be conducive to helping students reconcile preference and ability.
