This investigation evaluates the levels of satisfaction evinced by
audience members upon viewing puppetry at the Nattayasala Traditional Thai
Puppet at the Suanlum Night Bazaar Theater in Bangkok. Studied are the
demographical characteristics of those interested in theThai traditional
puppetry performances. Also considered are the levels of satisfaction of
These audiences vis-a-vis their opinions concerning the puppet plays
presented. Canvassed, finally, are the opinions of the audiences in regard to

the plays themselves.
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This research is an exercise in quantitative research in which a
questionnairé constructed by the researcher was used to collect data. Those
sampled were 400 randomly selected members of audiences at the theater.

The results of survey are presented by means of the techniques of
descriptive statistics. As such, the results were formulated in terms of
frequency, mean, and percentage. In addition, the postulated hypothesis of this
investigation was tested by means of the methods of reference statistics.
Accordingly, the method of one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) was used
to analyze isolated variables and the method of Least Significant Difference
(LSD) was utilized in analyzing comparisons.

The findings are as follws:

1. Audience members surveyed who differ in careers concomitantly
evince differences in levels of satisfaction in regard to plays presented at the
Nattayasala Traditional Thai Puppet Theater at the Suanlum Night Bazaar
Theater. These differences are at the statistically significant level of 0.05 and
are in accord with the postulated hypothesis of this investigation.

2. Audience members surveyed differ in levels of satisfaction in
concomitance with Differences in stories presented. These differences are
evinced at the statistically significant level of 0.05 and are in accord with the
postulated hypothesis of this investigation.

3. Differences in play presentation, namely, impressive settings, the
beauty and appropriateness of the play screen, the clarity of the audio system,

lights, sound, and multimedia utilization, are all factors differentially affecting
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levels of satisfaction on the part of the audience members surveyed. These
differences are evinced at the statistically significant level of 0.05 and are in
accord with the postulated hypothesis of this investigation.

The results of comparison analysis are as follows:

First, the levels of satisfaction of audience members surveyed who are
owners of businesses and freelance workers (X = 4.17), students (X=4.22)
and unemployed (X = 4.23) are higher than those of the private company
employers (X = 4.05) at the statistically significant level of 0.05.

Second, the members of audiences surveyed who are impressed the
puppeteers (X = 4.34) evince higher levels of satisfaction than those who are
impressed by the story (X = 4.06), the puppet (X = 4.07) and the lights and
sound (X = 4.09) at the statistically significant level of .05.

Finally, third the audience members surveyed who think the screen
composition is suitable for the story (X = 4.20) evince higher levels of
satisfaction regarding the play viewed than those WhO‘ think the screen
composition (X = 3.87). They also evince higher levels of satisfaction than
those audience members surveyed who think there Should be additions to the
screen composition. The audience members surveyed who think the lights and
sound are beautiful and beautiful appropriate (X = 4.21) evince higher levels
of Satisfaction regarding the play viewed than those who think the light,
sound and multimedia instrumentation should be augmented (X=3.96), as
well as those who think they should be diminished (X = 3.90).All of these last

findings evince statistically significant differences at the level of 0.05.
