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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study entitled “Consewation of the Pottery Design of
Wiengkalong Community Enterprises, Wieng Papao district, Chiang Rai Province” were to study
a conservative approach and to study guidelines on the pottery design conservation. Data were
collected from experts, producers and participants in development and conservation of
Wiengkalong pottery. Structured interviews were used as the study tool. The data were analyzed
and presented in descriptive form. The findings were as follows.

Conservation of pottery design pattern was collaborated among agencies concerning
promotion and conservation of design. The agencies were Wiengkalong Sub-district
Administration Organization, Mae Chedi Wittayakhom School, and Community Enterprises of
Wiengkalong Ceramic and Home Stay. The Wiengkalong Sub-district Administration
Organization has functionned the roles of setting local strategies for local development and
provided budget to promote activities. However, the Organization did not play a role of
productive supervision directly but only promotion of tourism and public relation through mass
media. Mae Chedi Wittayakhom School has promoted local wisdom of the pottery. In the same
time the Administration Organization provided the budget and the Community Enterprise
provided a place for a learning source, teaching students the knowledge and understanding about
concepts and principles of production processes. The Community Enterprises of Wiengkalong
Ceramic and Home Stay functioned as searching data and information concerning the

Wiengkalong pottery, experimenting and transferring knowledge to new generation.
