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This study investigated state of students dropout of Samakeepattana School,

Mae Fa Luang District, Chiang Rai Province. Sample of study were 38 parents of students who
dropped out of aforementioned school in the 2008 academic year. Instrument used was a
structured interview form with factors affecting student dropout state. Collected data were then
analyzed and presented in narrative fashion.

The findings were summarized as follows :

In relation to three factors affecting student dropout state, they were the ensuing
aspects : student factor-health problem, slow learner, not catching up with friend, liked to cut
classes and hot temper; school factor-some students with bad attitude towards school and

| teachers, and some teachers with improper instructional provision resulting in not interest in
learning and class absence; and family factor-most parents gave support to students to further
their study but students did not want to by the reasons of overage, self-effacing, and could not
catch up With friends. Moreover, factor that affected student dropout most was impoverishment

S0 students had to work in order to earn extra income for their families,
