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This thesis studies the development of eco-tourism aspects of the Bang
Nampueng floating market, the roles of the local leaders in the development
of eco-tourism, and the relationship between the local leaders and the local
people in the eco-tourism of the Bang Nampueng floating market, Phra
Pradaeng, Samutprakan.

The findings are as follows:

The idea of the Bang Nampueng floating market was originally

conceived by a local leader who desired local people to participate in
community dévelopment through the development of tourism. Moreover,
community meetings were concurrently organized in order to foster
discussions regarding problems affecting the community.

In addition, the community depends on the role of local leaders for
investment purposes in addition to developing tourism. At present, it is
important to stimulate investment along with developing tourism in this
community. Local leaders have sought to determine community needs and to
ascertain precisely what are community problems by consulting with all the
members of the community in order to satisfy these needs and to develop

solutions to community problems.
