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The focal point of this research is to study political changes in Thai
politics after the general election on February 6, 2005 in 3 phases: (1) changes
in Thai political parties in terms of structure, policy and political activity; (2)
changes among interest groups; and (3) changes in people participation.

The study is based on a qualitative approach using documents provided
by relevant government agencies, textbooks, journals, researches, and
information from various websites.

The findings are:

1. Thai political parties launch a structural adjustment program to re-

* brand their images, reshuffle policies, and create new strategies to attract the
constituents.

2. Interest groups adapt themselves by changing their leaders to meet
changes in political system and environment.

3. There are changes in people’s awareness of politics and also their

voting behaviors that they participate more in the election.
