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The purposes of the research were: (1) to study the international school
librarian’s job maturity in relation to school library administration, (2) to study the
international school librarians’ actual and desired role as teacher, instruction
partner, information specialist, and program administrator in relation to school
library administration, and (3) to compare the desired role and the actual role
of international school librarians in library administration. The population for
this study was composed of 47 school librarians from 32 international schools
in Bangkok. Statistical tools for this study were frequency, percentage, means,
and standard deviation. Self-designed questionnaires were sent to these school
librarians. Forty-one of them were returned (93.18%).

The results of the study can be summarized as follows: (1) the job maturity
of school librarians in the international schools in Bangkok was generally at
the uppermosf level; (2) on the whole, the desired role as teacher, instruction
partner, information specialist, and program administrator in relation to school
library administration was at the uppermost level; (3) the actual role as teacher,

instruction partner, information specialist, and program administrator in relation
to school library administration was generally at a moderate level; and (4) the
comparison between the desired role and the actual role in school library
administration as teacher, instruction partner, information specialist, and program
administrator found the following differences (ranked from the highest score of
difference to the lowest): Borrow or rent specialized materials from other
information agencies outside the school, provide instruction in use of media and
technology to students and provide instruction in use of online and CD-ROM

databases, and meet with other library media center staff outside the school.
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
