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This thesis investigates the characteristics of probationers, criminal
offenders whom courts place under community supervision instead of
incarceration. The research population consists of probationers in the adult
mission group that courts have ordered probation offices throughout the
Kingdom of Thailand to control and to be on the lookout for since 2005. In
2006, there were 1,551 such people under probationary supervision. The
research tool used in this investigation consisted of a questionnaire used to
determine the characteristics of the probationers by reference to a four-rating
scale couched at a reliability level Qf 0.9367. The data was analyzed using
the Statistical Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS) for Windows, the
principal component method, as well as the Varimax Method.

The findings are as follows:

There are fourteen factors considered as constituting the

characteristics of the probationers under exanimation. These are ethical
characteristics; love of learning and self-confidence; selfishness; sociability;
the love of friends and relatives, self-discipline; extravagance; the sense of
public good; determination; love of gambling; inability in controlling
emotions; gaining satisfaction through bothering others; physical and mental
weaknesses; and the inability to communicate with others. These factors
could explain variance at 53.161% out of all the variances extracted from the

analysis of all the factors considered.
