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The study of Thai dance in lower northern part of Thailand : case study at Nakhonsawan
and Uthaitanee aimed to study the information history, folk dance component, performance
method, dance posture including the relationship between those aspects and integrated
performance. The results showed that Thai folk dance in Nakhonsawan and Uthaitanee found 4
performance dances that related and integrated as followings Likey, folk music, Ram Klong Yao
and Ram Wong. Hunkabok performances in Nakhonsawan and Kabi Kabong Klong Yao in
Uthaitani were not related and integrated among those aspects. Related and integrated in each
performance depended on factors as following

Geographic factor : Nakhonsawan and Uthaithani location extended the distribution of
folk performance among areas.

Distance factor : the distance between two province were not so far for people or folk
performance to distribute each other.

Communication technology and transportation: They were convenient and easy to
contact and moving between two provinces even some obstacles occurred

Economic factor : The economic could support the distribution of folk performance due
to the Nakhonsawan or Uthaitane people will transfer the culture in direct and indirect way.
Moreover, if the people have high income, they will celebrate with performance and music. All
performances will transfer the culture among two provinces.

Social and culture factor : The distribution of folk dance between two provinces were
related via Thai tradition and culture such as wedding and migration.

It can be concluded that the distribution and performance transferring of two provinces
depended on distance factor, communication technology and transportation economic factor,

social and culture factor.
