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The purposes of this thesis are 1) to study the behavior of Japanese tourists around
Rattanakosin Island 2) to study the facility at the tourism locations around Rattanakosin Island
that Japanese tourists like to visit 3) to study relation between personal data and behavior of
Japanese tourists 4) to compare personal data and opinion about the facility at Rattanakosin
Island to support Japanese tourists.

The sample of this research was obtained by using a Convenience Sampling
techniques for 400 Japanese tourists who came to these 3 temples in Rattanakosin Island. A
questionnaire was used in collecting the data.

The statistics for analysis have 2 types which are Descriptive Statistics and Inferential
Statistics. For the descriptive statistics, there use was the frequency, percentage, average
(Mean) and standard deviation. Inferential statistics was used to test the hypothesis and the
Chi-square and test (t-test) analysis of variance (One-way ANOVA).

The results of the research showed that the most Japanese tourists come to Thailand
because of the cheap cost, period of coming is less than 3 days, and often to visit the
historical and cultured attractions. The facilities are staffed mainly by people who have
Japanese skill and Japanese Brochures. The general Japanese tourist data include age,
education, occupation and monthly income are different in terms. But only age is a factor in
terms of differences in opinions about facilities for Japanese tourists around Rattanakosin

Island.
