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The purpose of this descriptive research was to study needs and
perceived need responses in patients with repeated operation on leg fractured.
The sample consisted of 145 patients with repeated operation on leg fractured
from 5 hospitals in the lower northern region, Thailand. The reliability of an
interviewing questionnaire for needs was .89 and the reliability of an interviewing
questionnaire for perceived need responses was .91. Data were analyzed using
paired t-test. The results of this study revealed that:

1. The overall needs (32 = 3.35, S.D.= .28) , physical need (_>Z =.3.52.
S.D.= .27), role and responsibility need (X = 3.28, S.0.= .55), information need
(R = 3.66, S.D.= .36), social need (i = 3.07, S.D.= .48) , and supportive
resources need (;( = 3.35, S.D.= 51) were at the high level. Scores of
psychological need (i = 3.01, S.D.= .44) and spiritual need (;(‘= 3.01, 8.D.= .42)
were at the moderate level.

2. The overall perceived need responses (i = 3.07, S.D.= .39),
psychological need (X = 2.96, S.D.= .43), role and responsibility need (X = 3.05,
S.D.=.59), information need (X = 2.96, S.D.= .67) , social need (X = 3.07, S.D.=
.48) ,' spiritual need (i =2.95, S.D.= .53), and éupportive resources need (f =
3.01, S.D.= .42) were at the moderate level. Only physiological need 6(_'—‘ 3.50,
S.D.= .40) was at the high level.

3. Paired t-test showed a statistically significant difference between
needs and perceived need responses on overall needs (t = 8.16, p< .001), role
and responsibility need (t = 6.21, p<.001), information need (t = 11.15, p<.001) ,
social need (t = 4.19, p<.01), and supportive resources need (t = 4.09, p<.01) .
However, needs and perceived need responses related to physical need
(t=1.17, p > .05), psychological need (t=1.38, p>.05),and spiritual need
(t=1.31, p>.05) were not significant.
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
