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Thailand has ratified the United Nations Framework Convention on
Climate Change (UNFCCC). The problem of global warming still exists
without any sign of decreasing. As a result, the Kyoto Protocol was adopted
to enable the Parties to the Convention to achieve the objectives of the
Convention by prescribing appropriate obligations and measures to reduce
greenhouse gases. Realizing the significance of the problems and the effects
which the problems might have on Thailand, the Kyoto Protocol has been
signed. After having studied the effects of the obligations contained in the
Kyoto Protocol, the Cabinet ratified the Kyoto Protocol on August 28, 2002

and the Kyoto Protocol went into force on February 16, 2005
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After Thailand became a party to the Kyoto Protocol, the obligations
under the Kyoto Protocol became binding upon Thailand in accordance with
the principles of Pacta Sunt Servanda, relating to the law of treaties.

Since Thailand is not a Party in Annex I, it is not required to reduce
the release of greenhouse gases; however, it should make a bona fide attempt
to adopt the different mechanisms contained in the Kyoto Protocol and put
them into practice so that the objectives in the Protocol can be achieved. The
main mechanism which Thailand should be able to implement is the Clean
Development Mechanism (CMD). The CMD is established for the state
Parties in Annex I as well as those parties which are not included in Annex I
so that they can increase their ability to reduce the emission of greenhouse
gases. At the same time, the result of the operation should enable the States
which are not included in Annex I to achieve sustainable development.
Moreover, Thailand should financially benefit from technology transfers of
the production of carbon c;edits; especially when there are foreign investments
in the operation of a project. Therefore, in order for the operation of the CDM
to be realized, it is necessary fdr Thailand to examine its internal laws and the
agencies involved to see if they are sufficient to implement the relevant
mechanisms.

After studying the legislation related to the implementation of the
Kyoto Protocol, it was found that the principles and policies of the
Government have been in general agreement with the objectives of the Kyoto

Protocol. This fact is exhibited by the Cabinet resolutions which set up the
