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The purpose of the research was to conduct a comparative study of
the criteria governing parents’ decisions to choose government or private
kindergartens for their children in Saphan Sung District of Bangkok
Metropolis in the academic year 2006. From a total population of 1939
persons, a sample of 340 parents was selected. Specially developed}
questionnaires were utilized as the main research tool for studying the criteria
governing parents’ decisions to choose nursery schools in a certain location,
in terms of its building and environment, its reputation, personnel and

administration, and security management. The questionnaire had a level
of 0.96.

The results of this research indicated the following:

1. The criteria governing parents’ decisions in choosing a particular
nursery school in terms of its location, its buildings and enviroﬁment, its
reputation, personnel and administration, and security management were at
the highest level.

2. Parents who chose different kinds of school differed in terms of their
criteria with regard to choosing a government or private kindergarten for their
children at a statistically significant level of .05.

3. Differences in terms of gender, age, occupation, educational
background and income of parents, the criteria regarding parents’ decisions in
choosing a government or private kindergarten for their children differed at

the level of .05.
