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The objective of this reserch is to study and analyze the problems
related to the imposition of punishment under enviromental pollution
legislation. This study addresses the nature and the appropriateness of using
legal measures against juristic entities which are responsible for creating
environmental pollution.

The result of the research reveals that the current punishment provided
by the legislation is basically limited to imprisonment and fines. Some of the
punitive measures contained in this legislation are relatively minor compared
to the resources of the business operators and/or corporate enterprises. At the
same time, the punishment is sometimes not appropriate for the different types

of offenses. Therefore, the current punitive measures are not able to be
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suitably applied in the case of juristic persons since the punitive measures are
not always appropriately applied in individual cases. In addition, it has been
found that the imposition of punishment on juristic persons responsible for
creating environmental pollution cannot be effectively carried out since there
are certain limits to civil and criminal liability for juristic persons. Also there
are not any appropriate remedies for injuries and/or damages resulting from
the pollution.

The reseacher has proposed that the laws related to the enviroment
should be revised. These laws include the the National Promotion and
Conservation of Environment Act B.E. 2535, the Factory Act B.E. 2535 and
other relevant legislaton dealing with the appropriate punishment for juristic
entities which are responsible for causing environmental problems. The
proposed punishments include criminal, civil and administrative measures.
Also, safety measures should be used to supplement criminal sanctions. Social
and economic measures should be employed to solve environmental problems
as well. All of these measures should be put into practice after they have been
incorporated into the revised legislation. The appropriate punishment for
juristic persons should include criminal sanctions and the punishment should -
be equivalent to the seriousness of the offense. Offenses arising from the
creation of environment pollution and the spreading of the pollution should be
dealt with in an appropriate manner. The criminal liability of juristic persons
should be clearly defined so that the wrongdoing of juristic persons can be

effectively prevented, suppressed or otherwise dealt with.
