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This thesis investigates administrative effectiveness in educational
measurement and evaluation in private schools adminisfered by the Church of
Christ in Thailand.

The research tool was a questionnaire concerning administrative
effectiveness in educational measurement and evaluation in these private
schools couched at the reliability level of 0.99.

The findings are as follows:

1. Teachers were aware of administrative effectiveness in educational
measurement and evaluation at a high level.

2. Teachers with differences in educational levels were not aware of
administrative effectiveness in educational measurement and evaluation at the
statistically significant level of 0.01.

3. Teachers with differences in experiences were not aware of
administrative effectiveness in educational measurement and evaluation at the
statistically significant level of 0.01.

4. However, teachers teaching in schools which varied in size differed
in awareness of the administrative effectiveness in educational measurement

and evaluation at a statistically significant level of 0.01.
