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The purposes of this study is the following: 1) to collect the literary work from
Shingong, Parnpuagoon and Yeasan Village in Shingong Village tract, Tuyjee Township,
North District in Yangon Division, Union of Myanmar in writing; 2) to analyze these literary
works from Shingong, Parnpuagoon and Yeasan Village in Shingong Village tract, Tuyjee
Township, North District in Yangon Division, Union of Myanmar by using the theory of
contextualism; and 3) to study the relationship between literary works from Shingong,
Parnpuagoon and Yeasan Village in Shingong Village tract, Tuyjee Township, North
District in Yangon Division, Union of Myanmar and the Myanmar culture.

In doing this research, the researcher first gathered the literary works by
recording the informants’ interviews. The subjects consisted of 23 informants who were
domiciled in Shingong, Pampuagoon and Yeasan Village in Shingong Village tract,
Tuyjee Township, North District in Yangon Division, Union of Myanmar, and who were
over 40 years old. The total number of the literary works gathered were 116 and could be
Classified into 5 categories as follows: 1) Proverb, 2) Riddles, 3) Taboo, 4) Folk Song,
and 5) Folk Tale.

In part of the classification of these folk tales follows the context of

communicative system, finding that these folk tales could be classified into 10 types:
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1) Fairy Tale, 2) Local Legend, 3) Ghost Tale, 4) Myth, 5) Animal Tale, 6) Jest, 7) Proverb
Tale, 8) Explanatory Tale, 9) Historical Stories, and 10) Romantic Tale.

In part of literary analysis follows the context of meaning, the researcher finds
that the titerar}} work from Shingong, Parnpuagoon and Yeasan Village in Shingong
Village tract, there are participate that'important make who differs the culture can
understand and see the character of Myanmar society, include the living of Myanmar
society by depend on the context of meaning.

In part of literary analysis follows the institutional context, the researcher finds
that the literary work from Shingong, Parnpuagoon and Yeasan Village reflects the
different institutions in Myanmar culture such as: family, belief, religion, economy, politics,
administration, and education.

In part of literary analysis follows the social base, the researcher finds:
1) informant group who has different occupation will narrate the literary work which has
different types; 2) the literary work there is the role to overview living in the locality;
3) different attitudes of informants because of the difference of both social base and
other context.

In part of literary analysis follows individual context, the researcher finds that the
individual context makes an informant see that in some story that is full of the meaning,
worthy with informant and the audience and should tell repeatedly. And the individual
context of the audience has the influence on the part for choosing the literary work for the
narration.

In part of literary analysis follows the situational context, the researcher finds
that sometime the type of literary can vary, depending the situational context of literary
work being narrated at that time. Besides, the researcher finds that the method for
communication and the means of literary work include: 1) special formulae. 2) appeal to
tradition. 3) disclaimer to performance. 4) figurative language and parallelism. 5) tone of
voice and 6) special codes.

In part of the study of the relationship between the literary work from Shingong,

Parnpuagoon and Yeasan Village in Shingong Village tract, Tuyjee Township, North
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District in Yangon Division, Union of Myanmar and the Myanmar local culture, the
researcher finds: 1) if seen in universal culture system, the literary work is a part of the
culture and it is reflective of all culture; 2) the culture of Myanmar ethnic causes the
literary work frorﬁ Shingong, Parnpuagoon and Yeasan Village. 3) the literary work there
is important role builds to the culture of Myanmar ethnic both on mind and material, and

there is worthy about history education in the locality, too.
