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The obijective of this research was to develop a model for building morality and
ethics of higher education students in Thailand. The research process had three steps as
follows; Firstly, to study the components of the model for building morality and ethics of
higher education students in Thailand by documentary analysis, to study qualified
opinions from five veterans and to analyze the components by the exploratory factor
analysis with six- hundred and fifty samples. Secondly, to construct the hypothetical
model for building morality and ethics of higher education students in Thailand,
monitoring the madel by applying delphi techniques with twenty-one experts and Thirdly,
to evaluate the hypothetical model for building morality and ethics of higher education
students in Thailand in three aspects regarding of suitability, possibility and utility by
using questionnaires with fbrty institution executives.

The research findings were as follows;

1. The components of _the model for building morality and ethics of higher
education students in Thailand were consisted of eight components as follows; good
example of teachers’ morality and ethics, par’[icipation of learning process, combining
moral and ethical contents in the regular teaching, assigning general education courses,
creating good environment in the institutions, assigning extracurricular activities,
promoting arts, culture and democratic faith and promoting integration of student
creating activilies.

2. The construct of the hypothetical model for building morality and ethics of
higher educa;[ion students in Thailand was two areas ;

2.1 the role of instructors was consisted of good example of teachers’
morality and ethics, participation of learning process, combining moral and ethical
contents in the regular teaching,

2.2 the role of institution executives was consisted of assigning general
education coursés, creating good environment in the institutions, assigning
extracurricular activities, promoting arts, culture aﬁd democratic faith and promoting
integration of student creating activities.

3. The evaluation of the hypothetical model for building morality and ethics of
higher education students in Thailand by higher education recalled that the model was

suitable, possible and usable at high level.
