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The objective of this research was to analyse the personality factors of higher vocational certificate
students, majoring in Business Computer, in institutes under the Western Region Vocational
Education Institutes. Sampling group was 565 persons selected by stratify random sampling.
The data of this research were the opinions of the students in the field of Business Computer from
10 institutes which were located in Kanchanaburi, Suphanburi, Ratchaburi and Nakonpratom.
The standard personality inventory test (NEO) of Paul.T.Costa and Robert R. McCrae was applied
as a research tool to examine collected data. The data were determined as statistical reliability at
0.9353 level. A standard statistical methodology was employed to find out percentage, point

average, standard deviation, and factor analysis.

Results showed that there were 5 personality factors of the higher vocational certificate students,
majoring in Business Computer, in institutes under the Western Region Vocational Education

Institutes as follows: responsibility, self-openness, extraversion, neuroticism, and anxiety.
