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Title : Citation Analysis of Sixth Year Student “Special Problem” Faculty of

The purpose of the research was to determind the citation language, type of
resources, the time span, the amount, the frequency and the availability in Chiang Mai
University Library which was cited in the sixth year student research called "Special
problem" submitted to Faculty of Veterinary Medicine, Chiang Mai University in the
Academic year 2001 to 2004. The results were presented as follows: There was a total
of 2,577 citations in 165 "Special problems". English citations were more used (72.25
percent) than Thai citations (27.75 percent) including analyzing by year and by
department. Textbooks were totally cited most (at 47.42 percent) while journals were at
44.94 percent and other forms of library resources were at the rest. The time span of
most citations (in Academic year 2001, 2002 and 2004) were within the last 5 years
(32.60%, 31.85% and 39.56% accordingly). Only in the Academic year 2003, the time
span of citations was within the second last 5 years (35.67%). Range of citation in each
Special problem were 2 to 48 citations and 15 citations by average. The most popularly
used citation were Journal of Dairy Science (91 times), Journal of the American
Veterinary Medical Association (36 times) and Veterinary Microbiology (28 times). Most

of citations were available in the Chiang Mai University library.
