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This thesis investigates demographic characteristics of those who read
the entertainment section of Thai daily newspapers. Also considered is the
behavior of readers exposed to these entertainment sections. Finally, taken
into account are the opinions of such readers in regard to these entertainment
sections. The method of research was quantitative since a questionnaire was
used to collect data from a research population of 400. The research population
was comprised of respondents who were fifteen years of age or older and who
lived in the Bangkok Metropolitan Area. The data collected were analyzed
through an application of descriptive statistics. The results were formulated

and tabulated in terms of frequency, percentile, mean, and standard deviation.
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The hypothesis was tested using the techniques of inferential statistics, such as
t-test, one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA), and paired analysis using multiple
comparisons. The hypothesis was tested through the use of the Statistical
Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS) for Windows computer program.

The findings are as follows:

Readers agreed at a high level with the articles concerning writers who
exercised behind the scenes influence in music, radio, television, and motion
pictures in addition to influencing special weekend features and being involved
in producing articles about new social trends. To the contrary, readers did not
like or liked at a low level articles about the private behavior of entertainment
figures such as whether they are lesbian, gay or homosexual. The readers also
did not like to see the many pictures of rapes, hugging, and kissing in the articles
about the behind-the-scenes activities of those appearing in dramas and music
videos. The readers also agreed that the entertainment section in daily newspapers
provide entertainment, help release tensions, and offer new, fresh and up to date
information on events.

The tests of the hypothesis showed that readers of different ages evinced
different opinions towards the entertainment section of these daily newspapers.
The readers having different educational levels, occupations and incomes did
not express different opinions towards the entertainment section of these daily
newspapers. Finally, it was also found that readers with different frequencies of
reading the entertainment sections of these newspapers did not express different

opinions towards the entertainment section of Thai daily newspapers.
