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This thesis compares the degree of self-discipline exhibited by students
at the Opportunity Extension Schools, Muang District, Nakhon Nayok. The
population sample of 304 subjects for this study consisted of students in these
schools. The data allowing for the specification of degree of self-discipline
were analyzed by means of a t-test for independent variables, one-way
analysis of variance (ANOVA), and Scheffe’s method.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The students investigated in the Education Opportunity Extension

Schools, overall exhibited self-discipline at a high level. When considered in

regard to aspects, it was found that self-discipline vis-a-vis responsibility,

sincerity, leadership and tolerance were at a high level. However, self-
discipline vis-3-vis self-confidence was found to be at a moderate level.

2. The results of this study regarding comparisons concerning the
degree of self-discipline evinced by these students as classified by gender, age,
number of family members and family status are as follows:

2.1 There was a statistically significant difference at the 0.05 level
regarding the degree of self-discipline of students who differ in gender overall
and in regard to each aspect.

2.2 There were no statistically significant differences evinced
between the degree of self-discipline of these students who differ in age
overall and in each aspect.

2.3 There was no statistically significant difference evinced in
regard to the degree of self-discipline of these students in regard to the
number of family members overall and in each aspect.

2.4 There were no statistically significant differences evinced in
regard to the degree of self-discipline evinced by these students in regard to

family status overall and in each aspect.
